The District of Hudson's Hope is beginning to feel the impacts of industrial expansion in the surrounding
area (e.g. the Gething Coal Project, Carbon Creek Coal Project, Cinnabar Peak Coal Project, Talisman
Waterline, Hackney Hill Wind Energy Project and increased oil and gas activity). The community is now
faced with significant population growth and development pressures as new businesses and workers are

coming to the community.

In addition to this, 30% of the District’s population is over the age of 55. This statistic is expected to
grow as more people choose to stay in Hudson’s Hope and retire.

A new Official Community Plan will provide a clear framework on how to maximize the opportunities
that this growth presents while maintaining the guality of life and amenities that make Hudson’s Hope
unigue. The ptan should consider all aspects of community development and vibrancy — including those
that are related to a growing senior’s population.

ADMINISTRATORS COMMENTS:

Attached is a copy of Canadian Kalluan Dehua’s Application for work related to their
geotechnical investigation of the Gething Creek Coal property. CKD is proposing surface drilling
and some access construction and modification. Their planned start date was Feb 1, 2011 with
a completion date of Sep 1, 2014. They plan o use truck mounted drill rigs and the geotechnical
driliing will consist of 75 drill holes. CKD indicates indicate that there will be limited site
disturbance with the average depth of drilling to 30 meters.

5 meter wide trails will be constructed to access the 10m by 10m drill site clearings. 2.5
kilometers of trail will be constructed. Access to the property is indicated for two routes. Route
One — from Hudson's Hope travel 19km south on Highway 29, then tumn right onto Johnson
Creek FSR for about 43 km, then turn right and proceed 3km on forest road to site. Route Two —
From Hudson’s Hope travel about 20 km west along Bennet Dam Road, then across dam and
proceed on UTHA Road about 10 km, then tumn left onto Johnson Creek FSR and proceed
about 3 km on forest road site.

The impact of the proposed geotechnical investigation appears to be minimal and it is therefore
recommended that we indicate that the District has no objections to the permit being issued.
