On October 29 police received a report of a male threatening another male with a knife. The
Intoxicated male was later located and arrested. The 27 year old Hudson's Hope male is facing
charges of assault with a weapon and resisting arrest.

On October 29 police were flagged down by a concerned citizen who had observed a vehicle driving
erratically. Police spoke with the driver who was still in the vehicle. The driver smelled of liquor and
showed other signs of impairment. The 42 year old Castlegar man refused to provide breath sam-
ples and is facing charges of refusal.

On October 31 police received a report of an intoxicated male refusing to leave a residence. Once
police were called the male left the residence prior to police arrival No charges are being pursued at
this time.

On October 31 police conducted several patrols in and around the local Halloween dance. One in-
toxicated male was removed from the dance and taken home. At the end of the dance some other
small arguments were beginning, but police were able to intervene and separate the parties before
things could escalate. No charges are being pursued at this time.

On November 9 police responded to a single vehicle roll over near Farrell Creek. No one was in-
jured. Road conditions were a contributing factor.

On November 9 police received a complaint of hunters trespassing on private property on Beryl
Prairie Road. Conservation Services has been made aware of the file and police continue to monitor
hunters in the area. Hunters are reminded that it their responsibility to ensure that they are not on
private land unless they have permission from the land owner. Anyone trespassing can face fines
and court appearances.

On November 16 police responded to report of an intoxicated male trashing his own house. The
male was arrested for Breach of the Peace and lodged in cells until he sobered up.

On November 16 police responded to a house fire with Hudson's Hope Fire Rescue. Foul play is not
suspected at this time.

Winter driving conditions are here to stay and police would like to remind everyone of the impor-
tance of slowing down and driving according to road conditions. Make sure your vehicle is equipped
with good winter tires and consider carrying a winter survival kit with you. If you are traveling over
the holidays be sure to let friends and family know the route you are taking and when to expect
you.

Impaired driving is always a concern, especially around the holidays. Police would like to let the
public know to expect increased patrols and counter attack road checks thru the month of Decem-
ber. The "Warn" legal limit of .05 has been law in British Columbia since 1971. New Provincial penal-
ties can result in you losing your licence for 3, 7, or 30 days for blowing over .05. Drivers blowing
over .08 can face driving prohibitions, fines, and a criminal record. Please be sure to make arrange-
ments for a safe ride home during this holiday season.

A Message from the Protective Services Department....
ell, October and November have been busy months for the Fire & Rescue Service.

On October 9™ and 10™ the Department responded to 2 incidents involving downed
power lines that caused fires. Both of these incidents happened due to strong winds and the
department had to remain on scene to ensure public safety until Line crews arrived from Chet-
wynd and Dawson Creek. We were able to control the fires and ensure that they did not
spread beyond the initial area affected.

We also responded to an Automatic Alarm call on October 10™. The responding units were
able to confirm that there was no fire and turned the property over to the owner.

A report of a propane leak was taken on October 17™ and was investigated by the Duty Officer.

The Department put on its annual fireworks display on Halloween night. This was a hit as usual
and we raised over $1500 for Muscular Dystrophy Canada. Thanks to the many businesses and
groups that donated money towards this special night and to all of the firefighters who worked
to put it on.

On November 15”’, the department responded to a Motor Vehicle Incident on Hwy 29. The
vehicle was on its roof and down an embankment. The department responded and used the
“Jaws-of-Life” to extricate the patient from the vehicle and then carried the patient up the em-
bankment to the waiting ambulance. The firefighter’s professionalism and dedication came
through and they were able to ensure that the patient was able to reach a Hospital in the
quickest and safest way possible. We wish all the best to the patient for a speedy recovery.

On November 16" the department responded to a house fire in the Beryl Prairie Subdivision.
All of the occupants were able to escape the blaze and firefighters were able to keep the fire
from spreading to surrounding buildings. An investigation is being carried out jointly by the
RCMP and Fire Department and concurrently with the insurance company. We would like to
remind everyone that the most important thing that you can do if there is a fire is get out and
call the Fire Department right away at 9-1-1. Any delay in calling for help can hamper our abil-
ity to respond effectively.

We also responded to some large burn piles on the South side of the river. A reminder that
you need to contact the District Office to get permission before you burn any piles. Failure to
alert the District of your intent to burn could result in a ticket of $200 and possibly the cost of
the equipment that responds!!!

We want to thank all those who supported the Food Drive that we conducted on November
24" on behalf of the Friends of Hudson’s Hope Food Bank. The fire department and ambu-
lance crew went door to door to pick up donations. The response from the community was

It is an exciting time for our region as workers and their families migrate to the area for the tremendous opportuni-
ties that northern B.C. offers. Quality health care is a significant draw for those looking to make the move perma-
nent.

As British Columbians, we are very proud of our health care system. And we should be. We have one of the greatest
health care systems in the world and it is accessible to all.

Just this summer, in a national wait time report card from The Wait Time Alliance 2010, British Columbia received an

To further build on that success, our government recently announced a new surgical wait times website,
www.health.gov.bc.ca/waitlist, that gives patients the tools to make more informed decisions about their surgery
waits, while helping to reduce overall wait times.

Surgical waits vary in each area of the province and the information on the website encourages patients to discuss
their waits with their general practitioner, who can help them decide if there is a faster or more appropriate treat-
ment available.

Radon is a colourless, odourless, tasteless gas that occurs naturally in the ground and can seep
into a home undetected. Long term exposure to radon gas increases the risk of developing
lung cancer. Radon is the second-leading cause of lung cancer after tobacco use, and smokers
are at an even greater risk than non-smokers.

Health Canada is encouraging all Canadians to test their homes for radon. The only way to
know the level of radon in your home is to take a simple and inexpensive test. If the radon
level is above the Canadian Guideline then steps should be taken to reduce it.
