RCMP Report:

On October 2 2011 A Chevy Silverado had struck a bear on Beryl Prairie Road. The bear
stumbled off into the woods and the driver of the Silverado was unharmed.

On October 25 2011 an assault was reported to the RCMP where the complainant was as-
saulted in a Ford Econo Van coming back from the gas fields. Charges are being sought.

On October 28 2011 a report of a fraudulent cheque was passed at the North Peace Savings
and Credit Union on August 32011. There is an accused named and charges are being
sought. Please make sure when obtaining cheques from people that they are in fact legiti-
mate.

Four persons were asked to leave the dance, but they were not initially will-
ing to leave. After some coaxing they left without incident.

No owners of the marijuana
was located so no charges are being sought.

On October 312011 a known prohibited driver was located on Holland Street driving a vehi-
cle.

right after. The person was also directed to call phone busters to report this incident as it does
happen all across the country and it is in the public's best interest to contact the local RCMP if
something of this nature happens to them.

On November %4 2011 a male youth was skulking around the school suspected of selling mari-
juana to the high school students. The male was stopped and arrested as he is known to police
and searched for drug paraphanillia but none was located. He was released and asked to leave
the property.

On November 8 2011 a report of a possible impaired driver came to the police attention. The
suspected vehicle was located on Canyon Drive by the post office and was followed by police
until Barkley Street where it was stopped. The driver of the vehicle was not impaired by alco-
hol but was over tired as he had not gotten a lot of sleep in the past few days. We would re-
mind all persons driving, that being tired still possesses the same risks as driving while im-
paired. So when traveling please drive sober, and not tired.

On November 122011 Hudson's Hope RCMP were called out to assist Chetwynd RCMP, who
were following a Honda Civic traveling into our area at speeds greater then 190km/hr. The
vehicle never made it into town, as it had lost control due to the high rate of speed and ended
up in the ditch. The vehicle was completely destroyed but the driver was alive and also im-
paired.

On November 192011 four individuals were seen driving up to the lower row houses (10050
Dudley Drive) and getting out of the vehicle and egging all of the homes for three evenings in a
row. This is currently under investigation, and if anyone has any information please contact
the RCMP.

On November 2% 2011 a pickup truck was stolen from the Sportsman Inn. The vehicle was

eventually returned in Fort St John, with no damage but charges for theft over $5000 are still
being pursued.
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On November 282011 a report of a two (2) vehicle Motor Vehicle Accident happened at Kyllo
Street and Beattie Drive.
