RCMP

On 200912-31 police responded to a few minor disturbances at the Community Center. Sev-
eral intoxicated persons were separated prior to any major fights starting. As a result of one
incident a female was arrested for assault and released later without charge. A male was
also arrested for being drunk in public. The male was released the next day without charges.

On 201601-01 police stopped a vehicle under suspicion of impaired driving. The driver was
arrested and provided breath samples that resulted in a 24 hour suspension and a 3 month
driving prohibition.

A second
youth faces charges of Theft, Possession of Stolen Property, and Obstructing a police officer.

On 201601-27 police and BC Conservation Officers attended a report of illegal hunting activ-
ity on Twelve Mile Rd. A Coquitlam Male was charged with 3 separate offences under the
wildlife act and had his animal and rifles seized.

On 201602-01 police and Fort St John Search & Rescue responded to report of a stranded
wildlife photographer in the Carbon Creek area south west of Bennett Dam. A 42 year old
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Kelowna male was brought out on snowmobile after miscalculating the amount of food he
needed for the winter. The man had been 17 days without food and quite malnourished.

On 201602-02 police received a report of several pipe joints being stolen from work sites on
Farrell Creek Rd. Anyone with information can contact Hudson's Hope RCMP or call Crime
Stoppers.

On 201602-10 police stopped a vehicle for excessive speed. This was the third time in two
days that the 54 year old Fort St John man had been stopped for speeding. Police are recom-
mending dangerous driving charges. The male is scheduled to appear in court in April.

On 201602-13 police responded to report of a truck in the ditch on Farrell Creek Rd. The 57
year old male from Innisfail, Alberta was displaying overt signs of impairment and was ar-
rested for impaired care and control of a motor vehicle. Breath samples in excess of the legal
limit were collected and the male is scheduled to appear in court in May.

On 201602-15 two men wearing hoodies and glasses entered the Best Western Hotel and
stole a safe and electronic equipment including televisions and computers. The men were
captured on video surveillance. Anyone with information can contact Hudson's Hope RCMP
or call Crime Stoppers.

On 201602-19 police received a report that some fuel and grease guns were taken from a
work site on Farrell Creek Rd. Anyone with information can contact Hudson's Hope RCMP or
call Crime Stoppers.

Effective February 1, 2010 new Motor Vehicle Act Legislation comes into effect prohibiting
the use of handheld electronic devices while driving. New drivers are not able to operate any
electronic devices and class 5 drivers are only permitted to use devices with blue tooth or
hands free features. Anyone contravening the new legislation will receive a $167 fine. Stud-
ies have shown that talking on the phone or texting while driving can be as dangerous as
driving while impaired.

Fines under the Liquor control and Licencing Act have also increased effective January 1 in an
effort to increase public safety. Open liquor in a motor vehicle and several other LCLA fines
are now $230.

In response to inquires about tint on windows on vehicles, police would like to remind every-
one that no tint is allowed on the windshield or front side windows of a vehicle unless it is
from the factory. After market tint or film prevents safety glass from breaking into small
cubes without sharp edges as it is designed to do. Drivergedlficles are also required to
make eye contact with other drivers and pedestrians which cannot be done thru tinted win-
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dows. The fine for tint on windows is $109. Failure to have the tint removed can result in
your vehicle being towed and removed from the roadway.

A Message from Protective Services...

As we look forward to warmer weather our thoughts turn to outdoor activities and fun nights by the
campfire. The Protective Services Department wants to take a few minutes to look at campfire safety
and the laws around burning.

Many of us have fond memories of enjoying wiener roasts andaigs around the campfire. A
little bit of planning can make sure that all of those memories are good ones.

1 Always look at the weather before you light any fire. High winds can push a fire and sparks
into the surrounding bush.

1 Having some water to put the fire out is a must and a shovel and rake are really handy if one
of those big sparks gets away and you need to put out a ground fire.

1 Check with the District and Ministry of Forests to see if there are any burning restrictions.
The Ministry of Forests has a very informative websiteratv.bcwildfire.ca

1 Have afirst aid kit to treat any burns, splinters or cuts that might happen.
1 Make sure that the coals are cool to the touch before you leave the fire. Remember that you
can be held liable if you leave a fire unattended and it spreads!!!

There are several pieces of legislation that govern outdoor burning in BC. The Wildfire Act, the Smoke
